Notify the coach as soon as possible if my daughter is going to miss or be late for
practice or a game.

. Always Exhibit good sportsmanship. Treating all opponents with respect.

. Respect and support the coaches, addressing any issues directly and privately, observing

the 24-hour rule and make myself available in good faith for discussions with members
of the executive board to resolve issues which may raise concerns towards player safety.

. Not use social media or other forms of electronic communication in a way that may be
harmful or damaging to the reputation of the association.

. Act as a positive role model by respecting and obeying umpires. Refrain from criticizing
and/or complaining.

. Lead by example, winning and losing with dignity and grace.

. Treat all members of the team, parents, athletes, and coaches with respect.
